We expect a wide variety of participating organizations and / or projects so this will allow you the necessary flexibility to present your submission(s) in the most competitive way.

· Are all three sustainability pillars incorporated (People, Planet, Profit)?

· Have you showcased the innovation of the project? This should be new or significantly improved and can involve new technologies but can also be the application of existing knowledge in novel ways to meet market needs or improve organizational processes.

· Does your organization or project take into account or showcase Responsible Business Conduct (RBC)?
· Is your organization or project part of the circular economy?

· How will your organization contribute to the economy / community / technology / knowledge of Malaysia? What kind of knowledge or skill transfer occurs?

· What, and how, has your organization contributed to the development of the industry?

· Uniqueness and originality of the project: To what extent does it create new market space, products, services, or process?

· What is the potential? To what extent is it scalable?

· What stage of development is the project in? Is the project a business idea, thoroughly canvassed and tested, generating a consistent source of income, or is it growing rapidly?
